To
your left, across the San Juan River, you'll see the Visitor
Center followed by several geothermal soaking pools

at the Springs Resort. Continuing along the river, you
pass Centennial Park and the Geothermal Greenhouse
Partnership and Community Garden, cross over the 6th
Street pedestrian bridge and follow the walk through
the conservation wetlands and along San Juan River
until you reach the Community Center and Town Hall.
